WARRIOR CONTINUES AS LEADING VARIETY OF WHEAT PLANTED BY NEBRASKA FARMERS

Warrior, for the third consecutive year, held the leading position of wheat planted
by Nebraska farmers for harvest in 1966, according to the State-~Federal Division of Agri-
cultural Statistics. Ottawa held second position but dropped 5 points during the past
year. Third position was taken over by a new variety, Scout, which was not in commercial
production in 1964, Three new varieties, Scout, Lancer, and Gage, accounted for more than
25 percent of the total planted wheat acreage for the 1966 crop and neither of these three
varieties were present in commercial quantities two years ago.

Omaha moved ahead of Cheyenne, one of the old varieties that was in third place just
four yearsago. Pawnee dropped down to only 4.9 percent of the planted acreage, while
Bison fell to 2.5. Many of the older varieties have about faded out of the picture. Only
a small acreage of Turkey Red was reported and Nebred, one of the former leading varieties
in the west, has dropped down to only 2.2 percent of the total acreage. Shifts in the
varieties are taking place at a rather unusual pace, indicating that farmers are quickly
accepting and growing those varieties that are best adapted for their climatic conditions
with respect to yield, resistance to disease, as well as milling qualities.

On the back of this release is shown the estimated percentages planted to each variety
by Crop Reporting Districts. In the northwest and southwest, Warrior continues to be the
leading variety, but Lancer is now moving into these areas and also has a very high percen-
tage in the central area, In the east central and southeast, Scout and Gage varieties are
starting to move in rapidly. Only a small percentage of these varieties was shown in 1965,
Pawnee has been the leading variety in the east central and southeast for a number of years,
but Ottawa is now the leading variety.

NEBRASKA FARMERS GROWING VARIETIES WITH GOOD MILLING QUALITIES

Nebraska farmers continue to show preference for the varieties of wheat that are
readily accepted by the milling industry. While some of the newer varieties may not have
the strong gluten characteristics of some of the older varieties, nevertheless they are
acceptable to the milling and baking industries. Black stem rust took a rather heavy toll
of some of the older varieties in the western part of the State last year, while the new
varieties showed resistance to this disease.
